	Lesson Objectives:

- To use and understand the work of Thomas Chippendale to inspire a clay tile.

- To use clay and pattern/modelling techniques to design a clay tile to be gilded.
	Expected Outcomes:

- All pupils will produce a rolled clay outline for their clay tile.

- All pupils will add pattern to their clay tile to recreate a Chippendale motif.
- Pupils will understand how to incorporate patterns and motifs into their work.

- Pupils will understand and be inspired by Thomas Chippendale. 
	Extra:

Use the separate fact sheet to learn about how to make a clay tile.

	Starter Activity:

Using the PowerPoint presentation, the teacher will deliver an interactive presentation on the life and works of Thomas Chippendale. Remembering to pick out styles and motifs using the images throughout. 

	Lesson Format:

The lesson will start with a teacher led explanation of the task. They will use keywords in their answers and discussion. The teacher will give a demonstration of how to produce the clay tile. Using clay tools and hands the teacher will produce a small square tile approx 8cmx8cm. The teacher will then show the pupils the worksheet containing motifs and patterns taken from Chippendale’s work. The teacher will chose a motif and show the pupils how to model it in clay and join it to their clay tile. Pupils will then complete their own tile. Part way through the lesson the teacher will stop the work and the pupils will evaluate their peers work. Remind pupils to mark their initials in the back of the tile.

	Plenary:

To close the lesson pupils will gather round with their work and discuss who has worked successfully. They will be asked to comment on a peers work using keywords learnt in the lesson.

The teacher will explain that in the next lesson they will learn about gilding, and gild their tile. 

Extension plenary: the teacher will lead on an acrostic poem of Chippendale and the pupils will be asked to contribute a word relating to the work done in the lesson to spell out the letters of Chippendale. E.g.
