	Lesson Objectives:

- To use and understand the work of Thomas Chippendale to gild a clay tile.

- To develop skills associated with gilding a clay tile
	Expected Outcomes:

- All pupils will produce a gilded clay tile
- All pupils will burnish their gilded tile to recreate 18th century skills.
- Pupils will understand how to incorporate patterns and motifs into their work.

- Pupils will understand and be inspired by Thomas Chippendale. 
	Extra:

Use the separate fact sheet to learn about how to make and gild a clay tile.

	Starter Activity:

Using the website, the teacher will deliver an interactive presentation on the life and work of Thomas Chippendale. The teacher will show the film clips of gilding and talk about how difficult and costly this technique is. 

	Lesson Format:

The lesson will start with a teacher led explanation of the task. They will use keywords in their answers and discussion. The teacher will give a demonstration of how to gild the clay tile. The teacher will brush glue on to small areas of the clay tile and stick on a small piece of silver foil. This will be repeated until the tile is fully covered. The teacher will then demonstrate how to use the pointed end of the brush to burnish the silver foil. Part way through the lesson the teacher will stop the work and the pupils will evaluate their peers work. 

	Plenary:

To close the lesson pupils will gather round with their work and discuss who has worked successfully. They will be asked to comment on a peers work using keywords learnt in the lesson.
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
