Marquetry – making a paper marquetry pattern.
	Topic:

Thomas Chippendale 
	

	Keywords:

Furniture, decorate, motif, pattern, texture, outline, plan, design, Thomas Chippendale, marquetry, veneer, detail
	Resources/Equipment:

Class sketchbooks, pencils, rubbers, marquetry worksheet (part 1 and 2), coloured paper (ideally sugar paper),  information sheet with motifs/patterns, scissors, glue
	H&S:

General classroom H&S, care with scissors.


	Lesson Objectives:

- To use and understand the work of Thomas Chippendale.

- To use coloured paper and/or pattern techniques to design a piece of marquetry.
	Expected Outcomes:

- All pupils will produce a marquetry pattern using paper.
- Pupils will understand how to incorporate patterns and motifs into their work.

- Pupils will understand and be inspired by Thomas Chippendale. 
	Extra:

Use the marquetry worksheet part 1 and 2 as the outline base and template for the activity.
Use the marquetry film clip on the website www.chippendaleactivities.org
for a demonstration of marquetry techniques and download the fact sheet.

	Starter Activity:

Using the Marquetry video on the website, the teacher will deliver an interactive presentation on the technique of marquetry. Remembering to compare the techniques in the video with examples of marquetry detail from Chippendale’s work (see separate resource sheet with photo details). 

	Lesson Format:

The lesson will start with a teacher led explanation of the task. They will encourage the use of keywords in answers and discussion. The teacher will give a demonstration of how to produce the marquetry pattern. Photocopy the provided marquetry worksheet 1 and 2, so that each pupil has one of each. Use Marquetry sheet 1 to explain that the base of the marquetry pattern will be a semi circle. Use Marquetry sheet 2 to explain that the pattern will be made by carefully cutting out the sections of the pattern and then piecing them together. Depending on the ability of the class, the pupils could use the sections in Marquetry sheet 2 as templates to cut the shapes from different coloured (sugar) papers. This would help them to understand the use of different shades and colours of wood used by Chippendale. The pupils will then complete their own marquetry pattern. As an extension, the teacher will then show the pupils the worksheet containing motifs and patterns taken from Chippendale’s work. The pupils will be encouraged to further decorate their marquetry pattern by drawing on motifs.

	Plenary:

To close the lesson pupils will gather round with their work and discuss who has worked successfully. They will be asked to comment on a peers work using keywords learnt in the lesson.

Extension plenary: Motif spotter!! The teacher will show the class images of Chippendale’s marquetry patterns. They will be encouraged to raise their hand when they have spotted a motif from their motifs sheet. They will be rewarded when they point to the motif in the pattern and give the correct name from the motif sheet.
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
