	Lesson Objectives:

- To use and understand the work of Thomas Chippendale.
- To use The Director and a modern catalogue to plan a furniture scheme for a room.
	Expected Outcomes:
- All pupils will plan a scheme of furniture for a room.

- All pupils will use The Director and a modern catalogue to plan their scheme.
- Pupils will understand how to budget for a furniture scheme using numeracy.

- Pupils will understand and be inspired by Thomas Chippendale. 

	Links with SoW: QCA Art & Design scheme Unit 4B Take a Seat

	Starter Activity:

Using the PowerPoint presentation, the teacher will deliver an interactive presentation on the life and work of Thomas Chippendale. Remembering to pick out styles and motifs using the images throughout. 

	Lesson Format:

The lesson will start with the teacher explaining how Thomas Chippendale compiled all of his furniture designs into catalogue known as The Director so that his customers could choose their favourite designs from his book. The teacher will use the images of The Director provided on the Chippendale Activities website (www.chippendaleactivities.org), and will compare them to a modern catalogue e.g. Argos, IKEA or Homebase. 
The teacher will then explain to the pupils that they will be designing a scheme of furniture for a room. There are several options for doing this activity;

1) The pupils could use the modern catalogue to design a suite of furniture for their own “dream bedroom”. The pupils could be set a budget to work within. Depending on the ability of the children they could draw out the design of their room and then list the items of furniture as a shopping list with the prices and total budget. 

2) The pupils could use the original Chippendale Director to design a suite of furniture for a room in a Georgian house. Again, the pupils could be given a budget to follow and they could draw out their design and label the furniture. 

3) The pupils could use a photograph of a room from Temple Newsam, Harewood House, Nostell Priory or Burton Constable and could find each piece of furniture in The Director. They could then make a list of the Chippendale furniture in that room. 

4) The pupils could use the computer to design a modern version of The Director. They could use the chairs they have designed in the “design a chair” interactive on the website to fill the catalogue.

	Plenary: The pupils will be asked to volunteer to present their room schemes to the class. They will explain the scheme and why they have chosen each item, and will also explain how they have kept to their budget. The rest of the class will be asked if they would buy this scheme from the pupil for their house by raising their hand. The pupil with the most hands could receive an award/stamp/credit/star. 
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
